B Example: Infomational Text is a reading skills area in the Ohio Acadernic Content Standards. Thesa skills invahe reading words and
using visual aids with words to gain information. One way to test thesa skills in the alternate assessment could be reading traffic signs,
such as “Stop”or “Walk” Reading a stop or walk sign shows thatthe child can use visual aids to gain information.
